Teaching methods

Due to the COVID-19 crisis, the information in this section is particularly likely to change.

The issue to be dealt with is set out by the lecturer during the initial classes. On this basis, students undertake
a research study which leads to an oral presentation and subsequently a written report which takes account of
the sharing of results.

Content

Two possibilities are offered to the student :
- a tutorial concerning the philosophy of the literature, by the Professor Michel Lisse;
- a tutorial concerning the literary aesthetics, by the Professor Pierre Piret.

The worked problems are specified at the beginning of every academic year (information meeting, valves ROM).
They are exponed by the teacher during the first working sessions. On this base, the students realize a research
work which results in an oral presentation, then in a written report which takes into account the experiences of
the pooling of the results.
