The students performance is subject to the teacher and class-mates appraisal. Avenues for improvement  are put
forward.

Content This "Consecutive Interpreting Practise" is a follow-up to the previous "Consecutive Interpreting Technique" Course.

Basically, this Unit carries over the same objectives: in-depth understanding and analysis of a speech in English,
improving note-taking skills, faithful rendition of the speaker's train of thoughts, a fair knowledge of the English world
stakes and its cultural peculiarities, accuracy and fluent rendition of the message in French, quality communicative
skills.

The speeches in English address topics linked to society and everyday life in English-speaking countries; the
speeches become increasingly longer and denser, compared to the first term.
